READMISSION FOLLOWING A FIRST DISMISSAL 
 
Academic advisors can assist students who have been dismissed once from the college: 
 

• This type of request does not require an academic petition, but does require a completed 
Readmission Process-First Academic Dismissal form.  

• Before you call to schedule your advisor meeting please print, read, and complete the 
Readmission Process-First Academic Dismissal form and bring it with you to your advising 
session. This is the only document you need to complete to request readmission following a 
first dismissal.  

• Your advisor will review your completed form, inform you of support services to help ensure 
your success, and sign and note your readmission on a paper registration form.
