Program Description: The Bachelor of Technical/Professional Studies in
Information Technology is designed for students who have earned the AAS. or
AS. degree from Anne Arundel Community College in
18'811 This program will provide students with a broad-based education in the
arts and sciences as well as in-depth study in information technologies related to
their specific field of technical and professional practice.

The program allows a maximum of 64 credits to be transferred from Anne
Arundel Community College (AACC) and requires the completion of a minimum
of 56 credits of course work (at least 32 at the upper level) at Towson University
(TU). Courses at TU include requirements in general education and additional
lower and upper level courses in computer science and computer information
systems needed to meet degree and program requirements. At least one, three-
credit internship related to the student's technical or professional field is also
required.
